(Tabling of the minutes of the 102" Council meeting)

Council

approves the minutes of the 102nd Council meeting held in Geneva on 13-14 December
2016, as circulated to Council members on 6 February 2017.

Council Resolution 05/2017
(Regional Engagement Strategy and proposed workshop)

Council

notes the report on the development of ISO’s regional engagement strategy and the
discussion on the need for a strategy with many aspects, tailored to individual
regions, sub-regions and countries,

asks Council members to provide input to the CSC/SPC Chairman on what is
important for their regions,

asks CSC/SPC and the Secretary-General to collaborate with the secretaries of
regional and sub-regional standards organizations for the development of the
regional engagement strategy,

accepts DIN’s invitation to organize, in the framework of the General Assembly 2017
in Berlin, a one-day workshop dedicated to the theme of regional engagement in
international standardization.
