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Highlights from the September 2024 TMB meeting

1. Improved Development Processes — Committee Strategy Management

Background: Further to TMB Resolution 21/2024, the Strategic Planning Task Force (SPTF) has launched
the pilot of the new ISO strategic planning framework. A total of 47 ISO committees have been identified
through the 2023 technical community survey and the subsequent call for participation in TMB Communique
76.

The project team is in the process of preparing NSB-level briefings with those NSBs holding a large number
of pilot secretariats This will provide the opportunity to bring together affected committee managers in small
groups to further collect comments on the pilot template and guidance. The SPTF also continues to support
individual committees in considering the new strategic planning framework.

Per TMB Resolution 21/2024, change requests have been prepared for the following clauses of the ISO/IEC
Directives, Part 1:

e Clause 1.6: Incorporation of subcommittee input into committee level Strategic Business Plans (SBPs)

e Clause 2.1.2 and Annex SC: Elimination of outdated Annex SC approach, incorporation of strategic
considerations into SBPs, incorporation of flexible review cycle

e Clause 2.3.4 and Annex C: Introduction of a requirement to consider / map a committee’s existing SBP
when submitting new work items

Recognizing that close to two thirds of active standards development projects take place at the subcommittee
level, the SPTF will be paying special attention in the coming months in identifying the optimal means to
systemize the integration of subcommittee input into TC-level SBPs. Pilot committees may be invited to
complete a survey on strategic management of subcommittees in late September 2024. This will provide
insights into the design of guidance and recommendations for subcommittee input and the implementation of
the proposed revision of clause 1.6 on the Establishment of subcommittees.

What this means for you: For Committees that are participating in the SBP pilot, the SPTF secretariat
(TAYLOR@iso.org) would appreciate any updates on the use of the new SBP template, feedback on the brief
guidance in the template. The pilot remains an ongoing activity and committees currently considering revisions
to their SBPs in the next six months may consider participating in the pilot versus using the current Annex SC
approach by contacting the SPTF secretariat.

2. ISO Open Consultation and Diagnostic of SAGs

Background: Per Council Resolution 12/2024, Council approved the approach for the ISO Open Consultation
as set out in Council Document 29/2024. To this effect, an Open Consultation pilot project was established,
and a dedicated team was set up to receive and assess proposals in ISO/CS.

ISO Open Consultation is a new way for ISO to capture standardization opportunities in emerging sectors and
industries. Convening stakeholders from outside of the standardization community to consolidate global
expectations of standardization, the Open Consultation enables ISO to consider its strategic entry point into
new fields. Before the often time-consuming and expensive process of standards development begins, the
Open Consultation enables National Standards Bodies (NSBs) to capture expectations from standardization
in emerging areas. Through the Open Consultation, NSBs have the opportunity to understand and consolidate
global stakeholder expectations of standardization in areas that present significant global challenges. The
Open Consultation invites an focused expectations-centric assessment in defining needs for standardization
in new areas before investing in multi-year standardization projects or other strategic entry points for 1ISO.

In September 2024, Council has agreed to launch Open Consultations on resource-efficient software, and
navigation, positioning and timing systems. More details on these topics will be provided following the
announcement of the Council decision. The Open Consultations are designed to gather high-level stakeholder
expectations of standards before considering any technical standardization proposals in these fields.
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Participation in the Open Consultation is led by NSBs that elect to participate in the consultation on a given
Council-endorsed topic.

As part of the Open Consultation project, a task force has been established to undertake a diagnostic of the
recently completed SAGs on critical minerals, Smart farming and ESG, and to consider an optimized approach
for future SAGs that accounts for the Open Consultation approach. The diagnostic team benefited from the
survey inputs of close to half of SAG participants and from focused discussions with the leadership teams of
each group, and is now proceeding with the development of recommendations for the optimization of SAG
mandates, working structures, recommendations and reporting formats.

What this means for you: The launch of the Open Consultation as well as recent process optimizations of
the TS/P (proposal for a new technical committee) process signalled the need for a revision of the 2019
Guidance on New Work. The 2024 revision is now available online. This guidance document details the
process for preparing, submitting, and approving proposals for new committees, including technical
committees (TCs) and project committees (PCs) and International Workshop Agreements (IWAs) for urgent
market needs and provides guidance on proposing new work items within existing committees. It also
highlights the Open Consultation process, which aims to consolidate standardization expectations at a high
level by leveraging ISO member networks spanning government, industry, academia, and civil society.

3. JTCG on Management System Standards (MSS) - Optimization of MSS

Background: ISO Management System Standards (MSS) are the most widely used documents in the ISO
portfolio, with standards such as ISO 9001 Quality management systems, ISO/IEC 27001 Information security,
cybersecurity and privacy protection, and ISO 14001 Environmental management systems being among the
most-recognized products of the ISO system. These standards have a unique set of characteristics and, as
such, are subject to additional rules as set out in Annex SL of the ISO/IEC Directives Part 1, Consolidated ISO
Supplement. They are intentionally harmonized, with a common structure and core requirements to enable
users to integrate each MSS into the organization’s overarching governance. They are, therefore, highly
visible, both in the market and in the standards development community.

The TMB agreed that the profile and extensive applicability of the MSS deliverables underscores the need to
apply the foundational dual consensus principle of International Standards to the development and publication
of all Type A MSS (Requirements) documents. These shall only be published as International Standards, see
TMB Resolution 84/2024. Type B MSS (Guidelines) may continue to be developed using either IS, TS, PAS
or IWA.

What this means for you: Effective immediately, no new Type A MSS may be developed unless they are
registered as an IS. For the existing type A MSS which are not registered as IS, the JTCG will collaborate with
affected committees between now and January 2025 and provide a report to the TMB on the way forward.

4. London Declaration Action Plan

Background: In September 2021, ISO Members signed the London Declaration, and committed to address
climate change through the development of new standards, and the revision of existing ones, as well as
through the engagement with the stakeholders representing those most vulnerable to climate change.

To help deliver on ISO's climate commitment, the ISO Technical Management Board (TMB) developed an
action plan oriented towards the 1ISO technical community. This action plan was approved in August 2022 and
updated in 2024 and can be accessed here. A dedicated page on the TMB London Declaration Action Plan is
available here on ISO Connect.

Three years after the signature of the London Declaration, we are launching a survey on ‘Committees uptake
of the climate action challenge’ to evaluate the 1ISO technical community’s response to the call for action on
climate change. This survey is referenced in the circular letter issued on 10 September 2024.

5. Online Standards Development (OSD) adoption

Background: At their June joint TMB/SMB meeting, the boards agreed that the OSD platform will be
considered the default choice for the development of any eligible ISO deliverable (new projects and revisions)
from January 2025. This means that committees would begin new projects within the OSD unless an
exemption request is agreed by the TPM to use the traditional word-based template. This decision is reflected
in TMB Resolution 68/2024.

Currently, 90% of the ISO catalogue is eligible for development within the OSD. The decision to make OSD
the default choice from January 2025 underscores the necessity for a comprehensive Change Management
Campaign at both the NSB and ISO/CS levels, including the provision of training support. For the technical
community, several resources are available:

e OSD Website - OSD Programme overview and links to training & resources
e OSD Knowledge Base - Central portal for getting started and finding information including quick start
guides, videos, and training resources

The focus of the Change Management Campaign is on training and engagement and the following resources
are available to the technical community and NSBs:

e New monthly virtual ‘Skill Bite’ training sessions on authoring, commenting, and voting
e Monthly eLearning course for committee authors and leaders

The OSD training courses are customized to meet the specific needs of different roles. Tailored programs have
been developed for leaders, voters, NMC Secretaries, and authors, addressing the unique requirements of
each group.

In Q4/2024, the plan includes onsite visits to the members managing the most committees to train OSD
Leaders and super-users in a "train the trainer" model. Additionally, there will be coordination with DEVCO for
regional awareness sessions, along with offering ad-hoc training to committees and members as needed.
Monthly user feedback sessions will be held to gather and prioritize input for continuous improvement. Finally,
an OSD Week, featuring events open to all members, is scheduled for Q1/2025.

6. L. D. Eicher Award 2024 Winner

Background: The Lawrence D. Eicher (LDE) Award was created to recognize the exceptional performance of
an ISO committee. It provides an opportunity for the winning committee to demonstrate their achievements
and raise awareness of their work, both inside and outside ISO. The 2024 winner, announced during the ISO
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Annual Meeting 2024 in Cartagena, Colombia, is ISO/TC 309 Governance of organizations. Congratulations
to the committee!

TC 309 was recognized as a model committee, particularly in its use of the ISO Strategy 2030 and its global
stakeholder engagement. It stands out for its leadership, effective processes, strong outreach, and
development of key standards like ISO 37001 Anti-bribery management systems and ISO 37002
Whistleblowing management systems. The committee also stands out for its involvement of developing
countries, with numerous twinning arrangements and through the establishment of a Developing Countries
Coordination Group.

7. Joint Systems Committee (JSyC) on Bio-digital convergence — Invitation to
participate

Background: In March 2024, TMB approved the invitation from IEC to establish a Joint Systems Committee
(JSyC) on Bio-digital convergence, see TMB Resolution 34/2024. The JSyC has three main focus areas:

o Facilitate outreach and engagement for the work on bio-digital convergence with 1ISO, other SDOs,
and industry consortia, in collaboration with relevant IEC and ISO entities and thus facilitate the
advancement and coordination of bio-digital convergence standardization.

e Collection, evaluation, and classification of existing standards that are relevant in the field of BDC.
Identification of gaps.

o |dentify and assess potential forthcoming new bio-digital convergence topics and problematics that
may become relevant to IEC and ISO activities and recommend to the IEC/SMB and the ISO/TMB an
appropriate course of action to meet the needs of the global community.

The secretariat of the JSyC is allocated to the IEC Secretariat.

What this means for you: 1ISO members were notified of the establishment of the JSyC through a circular
letter dated 8 April 2024 and invited to participate. If you missed this initial call, there is still an opportunity to
get involved.

8. ISO/IEC JSAG on Gender Responsive Standards — New material available

Background: In 2022, the mandate of the ISO/IEC Joint Strategic Advisory Group (JSAG) was extended to
accomplish several key objectives, including a more in-depth review of the Gender Responsive Standards
(GRS) guidance and the compilation of case studies. A revised version of the GRS guidance, originally
published in 2022, is now available on the ISO and IEC websites. This updated version offers additional
examples of gender-responsive standards and provides valuable considerations and questions for standards
developers, committees, and working group (WG) participants to ensure that the standards they create are
gender inclusive.

Moreover, six case studies have been developed, showcasing practical examples of how gender-responsive
elements have been successfully integrated into various standards. To further assist committees, a new,
simplified gender assessment form has been introduced, enabling teams to assess whether there are sex- or
gender-based differences that the standard should address. An eLearning module on GRS is also available to
help users better understand and implement the GRS guidance.

What this means for you: Incorporating diverse perspectives fosters innovation, and when both men and
women are equally represented, the standards we develop are more likely to meet the needs of all users. The
JSAG on Gender, whose mandate was extended for a second time in 2024 to continue promoting awareness
of GRS, will now shift its focus to developing an ISO/IEC Guide on GRS, building on the existing guidance

9. ISO/IEC JAG on Inclusive terminology

Background: In 2022, TMB and SMB established a Joint Advisory Group on Inclusive terminology. Using
inclusive terminology and avoiding biased or discriminatory terminology helps to make documents more
globally relevant and freer from barriers to usage. Inclusive terms are likely to be perceived as neutral or
welcoming by everyone, regardless of their gender, ethnicity, religion, age, or any other characteristic. Using
inclusive terminology can help encourage acceptance of the document and participation in the development
process.

The following resources developed by the ISO/IEC JAG are now available in the Inclusive terminology folder
under ISO/IEC Directives Part 2 on the ISO website:

e Guidance on the use of inclusive terminology in ISO and IEC documents
e Alist of non-inclusive terms and recommended alternatives for ISO and IEC documents

The Drafting standards resources page has been updated to include a section on “Inclusive terminology” with
a link to the Inclusive terminology folder, and the section on “Inclusive language” in ISO House Style also now
points to the new resources.

What this means for you: These resources are intended for use by everyone involved in standards
development work to encourage consistent usage of inclusive terminology in ISO and IEC documents. They
provide guidance on applying the principles and rules on inclusive terminology specified in ISO/IEC Directives,
Part 2, 2021, 8.6, in the drafting and revision of ISO and IEC deliverables.

10. Proposals for New Technical Committees (TS/P process)

Background: Since late 2023, proposals for new technical committees (TS/P) are being assessed for
coordination and cohesion before being circulated to the ISO membership to consider the market need for the
proposal. Part of this process includes the identification of, and consultation with affected ISO committees,
where a risk of overlap or incoherence is identified.

For the process to strengthen the coherence of the technical structure, specific technical input from existing
committees is essential. The identification of overlaps, as well as proposed mitigations, such as liaisons, joint
working groups, reallocations, scope modification, etc., provides the TMB with critical intelligence to make
challenging allocation decisions in the international interest.

What this means for you: The successful implementation of this process would not have been possible
without the timely and thoughtful input from affected technical committees. Your input is critical in supporting
a cohesive and interoperable ISO technical structure that responds to the complex global marketplace. In order
for the process to continue to function effectively and respond in a timely manner to new TS/Ps, committees
are reminded that input within the prescribed deadlines is essential.
