Results of General Assembly votes by correspondence

Dear Members,

As a result of the governance review, the General Assembly has adopted the following two resolutions by
correspondence:

General Assembly Resolution 10/2025
(Ranking criteria for election to Council)

The General Assembly
approves the following criteria for the appointment/election of member bodies to Council:

e number of payable units — 60% weight;

e number of TC, SC and PC secretariats, including twinned secretariats — 20% weight (standby
TC/SCs are not counted);

e number of P-memberships in TC, SC and PC, including P-member twinning — 20% weight (on the
understanding that clause 1.7.5 of the ISO/IEC Directives relating to the obligations of P-members
are strictly applied).

General Assembly Resolution 11/2025
(Amendment to the Statutes)

The General Assembly
adopts the following amendment to Article 7.1 of the Statutes:

7.1 The Council is the core governance body of the Organization and reports to the General
Assembly. It shall consist of the ISO Officers, twenty twenty-one member bodies appointed or
elected in accordance with the Rules of Procedure, and the Chairs of the Policy Development
Committees, as defined under Article 11. Only the twenty twenty-one appointed or elected
Council members are entitled to vote. [...]

decides that the above amendment comes into force on 1 January 2026.
